OUR COMMITMENT 
 
Southern Tigers Basketball Association is committed to providing a safe environment for all participants of 

Basketball. 

Aggressive, threatening or inappropriate behaviour by any members, their family, friends either via social 

media or when in attendance to a Southern Tigers training, game or event will not be tolerated. 

These behaviours are outlined in our Code of Behaviour and specifically include: 

- The use of explicit language 

- Assaulting, Threatening, Harassing, intimidating, abusing or ridiculing any player, coach, official or 

volunteer 

- Making racist or sexist statements to any player, coach, official or volunteer 

- Putting undue pressure on athletes 

- Brining alcohol to training, games in contravention of the club’s liquor licence 

 

WHAT SOUTHERN TIGERS WILL DO 

- Provide athletes, parents, volunteers with our Code of Behaviour 

- Reinforce messages of fair and respectful behaviours by providing information to all participants 

- Provide training for athletes, coaches, volunteers 

- Ensure all coaches have completed relevant training to develop their skills 

- Encourage the reporting of any anti-social behaviour 

 

WHAT WE ASK YOU DO 

- Help create a positive atmosphere for all players, coaches, officials and volunteers by showing respect. 

- Never use explicit language at any Southern Tigers training, game or event or on Southern Tigers social 

media – Including team chats.  

- Call out any poor behaviour and relay this information to your team’s coach. 

- No critical conversations are to be had with a coach until mid-week training. Basketball is an emotive 

game and often spectators can be swept up in the action. 

 

 

WHAT WE CAN DO 

- Any spectator not adhering to the code of conduct can have their participation in Southern Tigers 

events, suspended or cancelled or not renewed 

- Require spectators to provide a written apology 

- Face Further disciplinary action as outlined in the Member Protection Policy
